Short forms (past tense)

- In Japanese, verbs, adjectives, and nouns (with copula T ) have both the long form
(a.ka., £ 9 -form or polite form) and the short form (a.k.a., plain form) in addition to the
C-form.

- Both the long form and short form have affirmative/negative and present/past paradigms,
so there are nine forms for each verb, adjective, noun (and a few more).

- The short forms are used for

- In casﬁuﬁal conversation (as signs of intimacy)

Noun-modifying Clause |

Noun-modifying Clause

« In Japanese the modifying clause immediately precedes the noun to be modified. The
modifying clause can be in the past or the present tense, but the verb must be in the short
(plain) form.

- There is no relative pronoun in Japanese (e.g., who, which, that etc.).
